SUMMER READING ASSIGNMENT
GRADE 3

Children entering Grade Three in the fall are required to read a total of 3 books.  Everyone will read Balto and the Great Race by Elizabeth Cody Kimmel.  This is a mandatory book.  Students can then choose two other books from the list of suggested titles for Grade 3.

Students are required to keep a log of the 3 books they have read.  A form for this purpose is attached.  Students will list the author and title of each of the books they read.  A parent signature is required acknowledging that the student has read each of the books listed.

Students are required to do a book report ONLY on the mandatory book, demonstrating their understanding of the story.  Fill out the story map form provided.  PRINT NEATLY.  On the lines provided at the bottom of the form, write a sentence about something that happened at the beginning, middle and end of the story about Balto.
