Directions:

Line 1 – the name of the main character

Line 2 – two words that describe the main character

Line 3 – three words that describe where the story takes place (setting)

Line 4 – four words telling what the main character wanted in the story

Line 5 – five words telling what the main character wanted in the story

Line 6 – six words telling how the main character got what she or he wanted in the story

Line 7 – seven words that describe the best part of the book

Line 8 – eight words telling why you would or would not tell a friend to read this book

This Story Tree must be neat.  Spelling and grammar are important.  Your tree should be colored.  As always, be creative!
